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The friendship between John Manjiro and Captain Whitfield
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John Manjiro Nakahama

In 1841 an American whaling boat rescued five
shipwrecked Japanese fishermen who were
marooned on a remote Pacific island. Among
the five was a fourteen year old boy called
Manjiro. Under the care of the ship’s captain
William H. Whitfield, Manjiro studied in
Fairhaven, Massachusetts not only English,
science and navigation, but also about
American culture and values - freedom,
democracy and hospitality.

After ten years in America, Manjiro decided to
return to Japan. Not long after his return,
Commodore Perry arrived in Japan calling for an
end to Japan’s isolationism. Manjiro played a
crucial role in this event, introducing and
explaining American culture and technology to
the Japanese.

The friendship between John Manjiro and
Captain Whifield has resuited in nearly 170 years
of friendship between their descendants.
